& Forest Axe

The Dvardala is a perfect axe for hunting
and forest life. It has the same hybrid head
as our Aby Forest Axe. It is a combination of

several different axe types, ideal for a day in
the forest where you might have to deal with
a wide range of challenges.

The short handle is slightly thicker and more
curved with an little bigger end knob than the
other premium axes. The handle length also
makes it easier to bring with you, for example
in a backpack. It also makes it easier when
you work with the axe close to the body. The
axe is suitable for precision work such as
carving or building shelters, fire stands and
other things around hunting and forest life.

The axe is named after Dvardala, which

is an old name for the forest area just north
of Hults Bruk. This is where Kolmardern
forest begins, known for good hunting.

The wooden handle is
made from American hickory, treated with
linseed oil.

We are proud to be able to say that our axes are among the

best available. And when we developed new axe sheaths and
accessories for our premium axes, we had just as high ambitions
in terms of both quality and environmental considerations.

Grain leather from Swedish cows

Our premium axe sheaths are sewn from full-grain
leather, i.e. leather where all layers of the animal skin
are used. It produces a thick, durable leather that
acquires a fine patina over time.

All leather comes from cows that are raised on a
few selected farms north of Siljan in Dalarna. The
cows are mainly kept for the sake of the meat and
the leather is a by-product of the meat production.

We have not only chosen Swedish leather because
of the proximity, but mainly because Sweden has
very high requirements for animal husbandry, higher
than most other EU countries with lower antibiotics
use, better animal treatment and health as well as
tougher regulations regarding animal transports.

Certified leather

Our leather supplier is third-party audited every year
by HIGG. Tanneries used have LWG certification,
which means that their production is reviewed and
approved from an environmental perspective. They
have control over energy consumption, wastewater
management and chemical use.
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Vegetable tanning

Tanning is a craft almost as old as axe making and
our leather is vegetable tanned near Florence in
Italy. There has been incredibly good knowledge and
craftsmanship for vegetable tanning here since
ancient times.

Vegetable tanning is an older, slower and more
expensive process but it also produces a higher
quality leather that lasts longer, has a finer surface
and ages well.

It is also a much better option for both people
and the environment than more modern tanning
processes that usually use chromium.

Made in Sweden

The axe sheaths are cut and sewn here in Sweden.
And even in the last phase of production, sustain-
ability work continues with a focus on, among other
things, reduced material waste, social sustainability
and energy from renewable sources.



Leather Belt

A timeless belt made of vegetable-tanned leather that
matches Hults Bruk’s premium axe sheaths and other
axe accessories. It is 40 mm wide and has a sturdy
buckle with an antique brass finish. You can choose
between two lengths, 95 and 115 cm. You can unscrew
the buckle from the strap and shorten the belt to any
length (don’t forget to fasten the seam if you do this).

The belt is made in Sweden with hides from Swedish
cows and it is manufactured with the greatest care for
the animals and the environment. The leather is
vegetable tanned full grain leather for the best
possible durability and the natural treatment means
that it will age beautifully when worn.

and people. The sling is extra wide over the shoulder to
distribute the weight and be comfortable to wear. It attaches
to the axe with the carabiners at each end of the sling. One
end attaches to the hole in the handle via an extra leather
strap that is included, the other end is attached to the axe
sheath. (There are only attachment holes on newer sheaths.)

From the Hult
Valley to Countries
Around the World

Hults Bruk was originally founded in 1697 in the Hult
Valley in southeastern Sweden. Forging by hand began
with nails for shipbuilding and making iron bars. Later
came the forging of metal sheets, anchor chains and
castings followed by hand tools such as axes and spades
used by farmers in the region for work in the forests and
in the fields.

By 1870 axes had become a major part of Hults Bruk’s
production. The then owner, an ironmaster named
Ekelund, bought two new axe forging machines in 1877
to meet the demand.

The end of the Nineteenth century was a turbulent period
in Sweden. The Industrial Revolution brought changes
across Europe. As a result of major developments in

all facets of society, more energy was needed. The in-
creased importance of forestry and the cutting down

of trees created the need for many more axes.

Today Hults Bruk is a combination of the new and the
old but our basic culture has not changed over the years.
The striving of each individual blacksmith to always do
his very best while relying on a time honoured tradition
has resulted in Hultafors axes being famous throughout
the world.
